• Before you play the video you will give an introduction 
to the video.  This intro should include:

• Interesting facts/ history about the band

• What is the song about (highlight the meaning)?

• Who made the video and what other work have they done? 
• After (or during) the screening, you will give an explanation about what you enjoyed about the music video.  Include the following information in your explanation:



•Camera Angles



•Editing Style



•Use of colour and setting



•Does the video use special effects?  If so, how do these effects help the video?
Pro Video Presentation Evaluation Checklist
• Appropriateness of song and video choice to highlight narrative and storytelling
• Short concise communication of key ideas
• Presentation displays a strong understanding of video and music concepts such as camera work, visual style, emotion and mood, imagery working with lyrics, and overall video quality.

Storyboard Your Music Video

Put your storyboard on your website beside your music video

Make sure your storyboard includes the following items:

•Detail of Shots
Show a variety of camera angles such as establishing shots, mid-shots, close-ups, and high/ low angle points of view.  Communicate camera techniques such as dolly shots, zoom shots, and tracking shots.

•Map When Things Happen
Think in terms of time and sequencing the events over a timeline.  It’s always a good idea to number your frames and pages.
•Script/ Narration
Use written descriptions to help explain what is happening. Explain effects, lighting, transitions, sound, and actions.  

•Overall Appearance and Visual Appeal 

Pay attention to the design and flow of your storyboard. Color, placement, size of graphics, and type of font / text size are important.
Make Your Music Video
Individual or Group

• The video must be a narrative style music video that tells a story
• You may work in groups of 2-4 people or individually on your music video.
• Your video may use a single song or a song collage for the music.
• You may choose to create your video as one or a combination of stylistic techniques.
• Your video needs to be minimum 1 minute in length.

List of Stylistic Techniques

	• Photo Slide Show 
	• Key Frame Animation

	• Stop Motion Animation
	• Motion Graphics (with Photoshop, Premiere, and or After Effects)



	• DSLR Video or Regular HD Video

• Each type of camera creates a different look and feel to your video 
	• Split Screen Format

• Stylish Transitions from scene to scene such as camera lens bursts or focus blurs



	• Special Effects such as Green Screening or Garbage Matting


	• Superimposing Video Layers

• Fast or Slow Motion


Music Video Evaluation Checklist

• Ready for the screening date
• Record stuff other than hallway footage of FCHI

• Nobody cares about running scenes or stunts that do not have any purpose

• Use a variety of camera angles and lighting techniques

• Make sure the video is not too dark or grainy

• Picture quality must be in focus, clear, and not shaky

• This is not a video for a band performance or partying rappers

• Make sure your video tells a captivating story through music and action
