Definitions Part 2
( Mise-en-scene refers to elements of visual style. It is  an expression used to describe the design aspects of a theatre or film production
( Film Noir (or black cinema) is associated with a low-key black-and-white visual style that has roots in German Expressionist cinematography. It is a cinematic term used primarily to describe stylish Hollywood crime dramas
( Depth of Field is the distance between the nearest and farthest objects in a scene.
( Archetype is a universally understood symbol or term.
( Montage is a technique in film editing in which a series of short shots are edited into a sequence to condense space, time, and information.
( Juxtapose means to place images side by side or close together for a contrasting effect.
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
