1. Instructions

1.  Listen to all of the CBC Spark podcasts in the MEDIA-PODCASTS folder.

2. Complete part 4 Podcasts- Resource Material questions.
3.  After answering the questions and listening to the podcasts you will work individually on part 2 Images and Slogans.
4. Once you have finished parts 4 & 2 you may start working on part 3 an Opinion Piece that uses the information from the podcasts to discuss social media and technology.

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5.  You will submit the following items for evaluation:

• Images and Slogans (5 total posters)



• Opinion Piece (video, or photography and text)

6. a) Based on the information you have gathered from the podcasts create a series of 5         photographs that describe things you have learned.
b) The photographs should clearly express your viewpoints (both positive and/ or negative) about the topics you are exploring.  


7.  After you have selected 5 photographs you will make a poster style advertisement that measures 8.5”x11” for each photo/ topic.
Part 3 Opinion Piece- Website Blog or Discussion Forum  (Individual or Group of 2)

8.  An opinion piece is an editorial style article published in a newspaper, magazine, or blog that mainly reflects the author's opinion about the subject. 
9. Be creative with the presentation of your Opinion Piece.

10. Your blog or discussion must include the following elements:

• Short Video (max 1 minute)- fast/ non-edited interview style. 

• Photos (4-5) and Writing or Vlog- include photos and visual images with     your writing or video blog (you talk instead of write).

• Links to Related Information- websites and videos

11.  A blog or vlog must have a readership/ viewership.  Therefore, your discussion must have 5 comments (min) to demonstrate that people are looking at the information.
