Guidelines
1.  For this assignment you are going to create a video or series of still images (photographs or photo collages) in the style of a director from the Best Directors presentations.

2. The director you choose does not have to be the one you present.  It can be any one from the presentations you have learned about.

a) The content of your video or still image should explore re-occurring themes in the director’s work. 

b) Your project will mimic any stylistic techniques such as lighting, camera movement, shot angles,         composition, and overall mood.

c) An examination of subject matter and genre must also be apparent in the work you produce.

In previous projects students have successfully created the following:



( Re-created a scene (with dialogue) from one of the director’s movies



( Made a best director mashup (pick 3 directors and mashup things from their styles)



( Written their own short film script and shot it in the style of one director 



( Shot scenes on video and photographic still images- like a slideshow set to music
5. 
a) A project description, 3-4 paragraphs in length should accompany your final project. Clearly state your stylistic intentions.
b) The project description may use point form or sentences. 

     
c) The most important thing will be to outline what types of things you will be mimicking from your 
director(s)

d) This description will explain the following:

( Why you selected the particular director

( Any decisions you made in interpreting the style

( How mimicking the style and influence lead to your own personal vision or outcome

( An explanation of content, subject matter, and message/ meaning 
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Production Details

( If your video uses dialogue, make sure the audio quality is good and clear.

( You will use expression, music, and sound effects to explain what is happening.

(  Think of the final product as a silent movie, music video combination.

(  You may use subtitles if you require some dialogue or description of events in the video.
