Part 1: Individual Concept/ Writing
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3.  Based on this concept write a 1-2 sentence log line that briefly summarizes your story idea.

•  Log Line:  A description that captures the unique and conflicting elements of your screenplay.
•  Purpose of a Log Line:  It promotes the story in as few words as possible with the goal of attracting a producer.
Story Pitch & Log Line Evaluation Checklist
□ Log Line- is effective and thought provoking. 
□ Story Pitch- provides a strong sense of character development, setting, conflict, etc….  
□ Communication- story offers evocative description and detail to appeal to audience 
□ Use of standard English- spelling, grammar, punctuation, correct tense

4.  When you are finished your concept and pitch share your idea with a partner.

5.  In groups of 2 discuss the following:

•  Which idea you think works the best

•  Ways you can combine both ideas, or start with a new group story concept

•  Target audience for your show


•  Music and song titles that you would use in each scene

6.  Once you have your story concept complete, you will prepare a 5-10min PowerPoint presentation that will include the following items:


•  2-3 pages of storyboards (either hand drawn, BitStrips.com, created in Comic Life, or a combination)


•  Story Pitch & Log Line


•  Casting of Hollywood or television stars in the lead roles (provide reasons for your choices)


•  Possible shooting locations (provide reasons for your choices with connections to your story)

•  Develop a sound track for your TV Pilot  (include 3-5 songs in your presentation)

7.  Make sure your presentation includes samples from the songs, pictures of actors and locations, a logline, concept pitch and analysis.

8.  After your PowerPoint and planning are finished, you will make a 1-2 min trailer to advertise and promote your TV Pilot.
9.  The trailer must summarize key story components such as plot, setting, and character.
10.  The trailer should include the following elements:

•  Beginning title 

•  Key credits- director, main actors, and your production company

•  A theme song
•  Clear story communication to the audience

Voice over narration  (optional)
Actors saying important lines of dialogue (optional)
Informational text about the story (optional)

•  Effective use of video and/ or still photography

12.  a) Create a Weebly website & Facebook page to promote your TV show.

•  Conflict- An issue or action for the character(s) to overcome


•  Climax- Lead towards a major conflict between the characters
